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AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SULTANATE OF OMAN
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF COTE D’IVOIRE

The Government of the Sulranate of Oman and the Government of the Republic of Céte divoire
hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting Parties™, being parties to the Convention on International
Civil Aviation opened for signature ar Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944, and desiring o
conclude an Agreement, supplementary o the said Convention, for the purpose of establishing \ir

Services berween and beyond their respective Territories.
Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) The rerm “Convention™ means the Convention on International Civil Aviation, opened for
signature at Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944, and includes any Annex adopted
under Article 90 of that Convention and any amendment of the Annexes or Convention under
Articles 90 and 94 thereof: insofar as those Annexes and amendments have become ¢ffective

for or been ratified by both Contracting Parties.

The term “Aeronautical Authorities” means in the case of the Government of the Sultanate
of Oman, the Civil Aviaton Authority and any person or body authorized to perform any
functions ar present exercisable by the said Authority or similar functions; and in the case of
the Republic of Cote d'Tvoire, the Ministry in charge of Civil Aviation and any person or body
authorized to perform any functions at present exercisable by the said Authority or similar

functons.

The term “Designated Airlines™ means Airlines, which have been designated and authorized

~

in accordance with Article 3 of this \greement.

(d) The term “Territory” in relation to a State has the meaning assigned to it in Article 2 of the

Convention.
(¢) The rerms “Air Service”, “International Air Service”, “Airlines™ and “Stop for Non-

Traffic Purposes”™ have the meanings respectively assigned to them in Artcle 96 of the

Convention.

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The term “Capacity” in relation to an aircraft means the payload of that aireraft available on
a route or section of a route.

The term “Capacity” in relation to Agreed Services as defined in Article 2, means the capaciry
of the aircraft used on such service, multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft over

a given period on a route or section of a route.

The term “Tariff” means the prices to be paid for the carriage of passengers and cargo and
the conditions under which those prices apply, including prices and conditions for agency and

other auxiliary services, but excluding remuneration and conditions for the carriage of mail.

The rerm “Route Schedule™ means the schedule of routes annexed to this Agreement and
any amendments thereto as agreed in accordance with the provisions of Article 21 of this

Agreement.

The term “Agreement™ means this agreement, the Annex attached thereto, and any Protocols

or similar documents amending the present Agreement or the Annex.

The rerm “User Charges™ means a charge imposed on Airlines for the provision of airport,

air navigation or aviation security faciliies or services including related facilities and services.

Article 2
Grant of Rights

l. - Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Parry the rights specified in this Agreement

tor the purpose of establishing and operating scheduled International Air Services over the routes

specified in the Route Schedule attached to this Agreement. Such services and routes are

hereinafter called the “Agreed Services™ and the “Specified Routes™ respectively. The Designated

Airlines of each Contracting Party shall enjoy, while operating an Agreed Service on a Specified

Route, the following rights:

(a) To fly without landing across the Territory of the other Contracting Party.
(b) To make Stops for Non-Traffic Purposes in the Territory of the other Contracting Party.
(c) To rake on and ro pur down passengers, cargo and mail ar any point on the Specified

Routes subject to the provisions contained in the Route Schedule attached to this

Agreement.

2. Nothing in paragraph 1 of this Arrcle shall be deemed to confer on the Designated Airlines of

one Contracting Party the privilege of uplift and discharge, in the Territory of the other

-Yo.-
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Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or mail carried for remuneration ot hire when destined for
another point in the Territory of that other Contracting Party.

Article 3
Designation of Airlines

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate in writing to the other Contracting Party
one or more Alrlines for the purpose of operating the Agreed Services on the Specified Routes.

On receipt of such designaton, the other Contracting Party shall, subject to the provisions of
paragraphs 3 and 4 of this Article, grant to the Airlines designated the necessary operating

aurhorizations withour delay.

The Aeronautical Authorities of one Contracting Party may require the Airlines designated by the
other Contracting Party to satisfy them that it is qualified to fulfil the conditions prescribed under
the laws and regulations normally and reasonably applied to the operation of International Air

Services by such Aeronautical Authorities in cc mformity with the provisions of the Conventon.

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to refuse to grant the operating authorizations referred
to in paragraph 2 of this Article, or to impose such conditions as it may deem necessary on the
exercise by the Designated Airline of the rights specified in Article 2 of this \greement, in any
case where the said Contracting Party is not satisfied that substantal ownership and effective

control of thar Airline are vested in the Contracting Party designating the Airline or in its nationals.

When an Airline has been so designared and authorized it may begin at any time to operate the
Agreed Services, provided rhat a Tariff established in accordance with the provisions of Article 11

of this Agreement is in force in respect of that service.

Article 4
Revocation or Suspension of Operating Authorization

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to revoke an operating authorization or to suspend
the exercise of the rights specified in Article 2 of this Agreement by an Airline designated by the
other Contracting Party, or to impose such conditions as it may deem necessary on the exercise

of these rights, in anv of the following cases:
(a) If it is not satisfied that substantial ownership and effective conrrol of that Airline are
vested in the Contracting Party designating the Aitline or in the natonals of such

Contracting Party.

(b) If the Airline fails to comply with the laws or regulatons of the Conrracting Party granting
these rights.

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(c) If the Airline fails to operate in accordance with the conditions prescribed under this

Agreement.

Unless immediate revocation, suspension, or imposttion of the conditions mentioned in paragraph
1 of this Artcle is essential to prevent further infringements of laws or regulations, such rights

shall be exercised only after consultation with the other Contracting Party.

In the event of action by one Contracting Party under this Article, the rghts of the other
Contracting Partv under Article 19 of this Agreement shall not be prejudiced.

Article 5
Exemption from Customs and Other Duties

Alrcraft operating in International Air Services by the Designated Airlines of either Contracting
Party as well as supplies of fuel, lubricating oils, spare parts, regular aircraft equipment and aircraft
stores (including food, beverages and tobacco) having no commercial value introduced into the
Territory of the other Contracting Party, or taken on board an aircraft in thar Territory and
intended solely for use by or in the aircraft of thar Airline shall be exempted in the Territory of
the other Contracting Party from customs duties, raxes and inspection fees or similar duties or
charges, even though such supplies are to be used by such aircraft on flights in the Territory of
the other Contracting Party. Goods so exempted may only be unloaded in accordance with the

approval of customs authorities of the State of entrance.

The Designated Airlines of both Contracting Parties shall be exempted from pavment of customs
duties and taxes and other charges in respect of oftice equipment, uniforms, advertsing marertals,
souvenirs, Airline revenue documents such as tckets, airway bills, printed stationery, as well as
ground and communications equipment intended solely for use at the airport. The list of such
irems shall be approved by the Aeronautical Authorities of the State of entrance and forwarded ro

notty the customs authorities.

Article 6
Application of Laws and Regulations

The laws and regulations of cach Conrracting Party shall apply to the navigation and operation of
the aircraft of the Airlines designated by one Contracting Party during entry into, stay in, departure

from and flight over the Territory of the other Contracting Party.
The laws and regulatons of cach Contracting Party relating to the arrival in, or departure from irs

Territory of, passengers, crews, cargo and mail (in particular, regulations regarding passports,

customs, currency and medical and quarantine formalities) shall be applicable to passengers, crews
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and cargo arriving in, or departing from the Territory of one Contracting Party in the aircraft of
the Airlines designated by the other Contracting Party.

Alrlines designated by each Contracting Party shall comply with the laws of the other Contracting
Party as to the admission to, or taking out from its lands of animals and plants, while its aircraft
enter into, stay in, or deparr from the Territory of that Contracting Party.

Article 7
Principles Governing Operation of Agreed Services

There shall be fair and equal opportunity for the Airlines of both Contracting Parties to operate

the Agreed Services on the Specified Routes berween their respective Territories.

In operating the Agreed Services, the Designated Airlines of each Contracting Parry shall take into
account the interests of the Airlines of the other Contracting Party so as not to affect unduly the

services which the latter provides on the whole or part of the same route.

The Agteed Services provided by the Designated Airlines of each Contracting Parry shall bear
close relationship to the requirements of the public rransportation on the Specified Routes and
shall have as their primary objective the provision, ata reasonable load tactor, of Capacity adequate
to meet the current and reasonably antcipated requirements for the carriage of passengers and
cargo including mail originating from, or destined for the Territory of the Contracring Party which
has designated the Aitline. Provision for the carriage of passengers and cargo including mail both
taken on board and discharged at points on the Specified Routes in the Territories of other States
other than those that designated the Airline shall be made in accordance with the general principles
thar Capacity shall be related to:

(a) T'raffic requirements to and from the Territory of the Contracting Party which has

designated the Airline.

(b) Traffic requirements of the area through which the Agreed Service passes, after taking
account of other transport services established by Airlines of the States comprising the

arca.

(

(c) The requirements of through Airline operation.

Article 8
Airlines Representatives

Each Contracting Party shall grant the Designared Airlines of the other Contracring Party, on a

basis of reciprocity, the right to maintain in the points specified in the Route Schedule on its

Territory offices and administrative commercial and technical personnel chosen among nationals
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from either or both Contracting Parties as may be necessary for the requirements of any
Designated Airline.

The employment of third State nationals in the Territory of either Contracting Party shall be
permitted subject to the authorization of the competent authorities.

All the above personnel shall be subject to the laws relating to the admission and stay in the
Territory of the other Contracting Party as well as the laws, regulations and administrative
directives applicable in that Territory.

Each Contracting Party shall provide any necessary assistance to the said offices and personnel.

The Designated Airlines of the Contracting Party shall be granted the fights of independent sales
of transportation using their own transportation documents in the Territory of the other
Contacting Party, in accordance with laws and regulations of that Contracting Party. Such sales
may be executed directly by the representatives of the Designated Airlines or through authorized

agents who have appropriate license to provide such services.

The Designared Airlines of each Contracting Party shall have the right to sell, and any person shall
be free to purchase, such transportation in local currency or in any other freely convertible

Currency.

The Designated Atrlines of one Contracting Party shall have the right to pay for local expenses in
the Territory of the other Contracting Party in local currency or provided that this is in accordance

with local currency regulations, in freely convertble currencies.

Article 9
Approval of Timetables

The Designated Airlines of each Contracting Party shall submit for approval to the Aeronaurcal

Authorities of the other Contracting Party not later than 30 (thirry) days prior to the inauguration of

services on the Specified Routes and prior to each traffic season, the flight imetables including the

types of aircraft to be used.

This shall likewise apply to rthe later changes. In special cases, this fme limit may be reduced subject

to the consent of the said authorities.
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Article 10
Cooperative Arrangements

L. In operating or holding out the Agreed Services on the Specified Routes, any Designated Airline
of one Contracting Party may enter into cooperative marketing arrangements such as joint venture,

blocked space or code-sharing arrangements, with:
(a) Airlines of either Contracting Party.
(b) Airlines of a third State.

Provided that all Airlines in such arrangements hold the approprate authority and meet the

requirements normally applied to such arrangements.

The Contracting Parties agree to take the necessary action to ensure that consumers are fully
informed and protected with respect to code-shared flights operating to or from their Tertitory
and thar, as a minimum, passengers be provided with the necessary information in the following

ways:
(a) Orally and, if possible, in writing at the ame of booking.

(b) In written form, on the ticker itself or, if not possible, on the itinerary document
accompanying the ticker or on any other document replacing the tckert, such as a written
confirmation, including information on whom to contact in case of a problem and a clear

indication of which Airline is responsible in case of damage or accident.
(c) Orally again, by the Airline's ground staff at all stages of the journey.

The Airlines are required to file for approval any proposed cooperatve arrangement with the

o

Aeronautical Authorities of both Contracting Parties ar least 30 (thirty) days before its proposed

introducton.

Article 11
Tariffs

l. The Tariffs to be charged by the Airline of one Conrracting Party for carriage to or from the
Territory of the other Contracting Party shall be established at reasonable levels, due regard being
paid to all relevant factors, including cost of operation, reasonable profir, and the Taritfs of other

Alrlines.

1o

The Tanffs referred to in paragraph 1 of this Arucle, shall, if possible, be agreed to by the
Designated Airlines of both Contracting Parties, after consultation with the other Airlines
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operating over the whole or part of the route, and such agreement shall, wherever possible, be
reached by the use of the procedures of the International Air Transport Association, or similar
internationally recognized industry body.

The Tariffs so agreed shall be submitted for the approval of the Acronautical Authorities of both
Contracting Parties at least 45 (forty-five) days before the proposed date of their introduction. In

special cases, this period may be reduced, subject to the agreement of the said authorities.

This approval may be given expressly. If neither of the Aeronautical Authorities has expressed
disapproval within 30 (thirty) days from the date of submission, in accordance with paragraph 3
of this Article, these Tariffs shall be considered as approved. In the event of the petiod for
submission being reduced, as provided for in paragraph 3, the Aeronautical Authorities may agree
that the period within which any disapproval must be notified shall be less than 30 (thirty) days.

Ifa Tariff cannot be agreed in accordance with paragraph 2 of this Article, or if, during the period
applicable in accordance with paragraph 4 of this Article, one Aeronaurical Authority gives the
other Aeronautical Authority notice of its disapproval of a Tariff agreed in accordance with the
provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article, the Aetonautcal Authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall. endeavour to determine the Tariff by mutual agreement.

It the Aeronaurical Authorities cannort agree on any Tariff submitted to them under paragraph 3
of this Article, or on the determination of any Tariff under paragraph 5 of this Article, the dispute

shall be sertled in accordance with the provisions of Article 19 of this Agreement.

Article 12

Exchange of Information

Fach Contracting Party shall cause its Designated Airline to provide to the Aeronauical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party, as long in advance as practicable, copies of Tariffs,
schedules, including any modification thereof, and all other relevant information concerning the
operation of the Agreed Services, including information abour the Capaciry provided on each of
the Specitied Routes and any further information as may be required to satisfv the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party that the requirements of this Agreement are being duly
observed.

Each Contracting Party shall cause its Designated Aitline to provide to the Aeronautical

Authorities of the other Contracting Party statistics relating to the rraffic carried on the Agreed
Services showing the points of embarkation and disembarkation.
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Article 13

Recognition of Certificates and Licenses

Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licenses issued or rendered valid by one

Contracting Party, and still in force shall be recognized as valid by the other Contracting Party for the
purpose of operating the routes and services provided for in this Agreement, provided that the
requirements under which such certificates ot licenses were issued or rendered valid are equal to or

above the minimum standards which are or may be established pursuant to the Convention. However,

cach Contracting Party reserves the right, to refuse to recognize, for the purpose of flights above its

own Terrroty, certificates of competency and licenses granted to its own nationals or rendered valid

for them by the other Contracting Party or by any other State.

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Article 14
Aviation Safety

Fach Contracting Party may request consultations ar any time concerning the safety standards
maintained by the other Contracting Party in areas relating to acronautical facilities, flight crew,
aircraft and the operation of aircraft. Such consultations shall rake place within 30 ( thirty) days of

thar request.

If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the other ( -ontracting Party does
nor effectively mainrain and administer safety standards in the areas referred to in paragraph 1 that
meet the standards established ar that ime pursuant to the Convention, the other Contractung
Party shall be informed of such findings and of the steps considered necessary to conform with
the International Civil Aviation Organization standards. The other Contracting Party shall then
take appropriate corrective action within an agreed time period.

Pursuant to Article 16 of the Convention, it is further agreed that, any aircraft operated by, or on
behalf of an Airline of one Contracting Party, on service to or from the Territory of another
Contracting Party, may, while within the Territory of the other Contracting Party, be the subject
of a search by the authotized representatives of the other Contracting Party, provided this does
not cause unreasonable delay in the operation of the aircraft. Notwithstanding the obligations
mentioned in Ardcle 33 of the Convention and Article 13 of this Agreement, the purpose of this
search is to verity the validity of the relevant aircraft documentation, the licensing of its crew, and
that the aircraft equipment and the condition of the aircraft conform to the standards established
at thar ime pursuant to the Conventon.

When urgent action is essential to ensure the safetv of an Aitline operation, each Contracting Party

reserves the right to immediately suspend or vary the operating authorization of Airlines of the

other Contracting Party.
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Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraph 4 above shall be discontinued
once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to exist.

With reference to paragraph 2 above, if it is determined that one Contracting Party remains in
non-compliance with International Civil Aviaton Organization standards when the agreed fime
period has lapsed, the Secretary General of the International Civil Aviation Organization should
be advised thercof. The latter should also be advised of the subsequent satisfactory resolution of
the situation.

Article 15
Aviation Security

Consistent with their rights and obligations under international law, the Contractng Parties
reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect the security of civil aviation against acts of
unlawful interference forms an integral part of this Agreement. Without limiring the generality of
their rights and obligatdons under international law, the Contracting Parties shall in particular act
in conformity with the provisions of the Convention on Offences and Cerrain Other Acts
Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokvo on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the
Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at The Hague on 16 December 1970, the
Conventdon for the Suppression of Unlawtul Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at
Montreal on 23 September 1971, the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts of Violence
at Airports Serving International Civil Aviadon, signed ar Montreal on 24 February 1988, the
Convention on Marking of Plastic Explosives for the Purpose of Detection signed at Montreal on
| March 1991 and any other multlateral agreement governing civil aviation security binding upon

both Contracting Partes.

The Contracting Pardes shall provide upon request all necessary assistance to each other to
prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful acts against the safety of such
aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and air navigation facilides, and any other threat to the

security of civil aviation.

The Contracting Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in conformity with the aviation security
provisions established by the International Civil Aviation Organization and designated as Annexes
to the Convention to the extent that such security provisions are applicable to the Contracting
Parties: they shall require that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators of aircraft who
have their principal place of business or permanent residence in their Territory and the operators

of airports in their Territory act in conformity with such aviation security provisions.
Each Contractng Party agrees that such operators of aireraft may be required to observe the

aviation security provisions referred to in paragraph 3 above required by the other Contracting
Party for entry into, departure from, or while within, the Territory of that other Contracting Party.
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Fach Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate measures are effectively applied within its
Territory to protect the aircratt and to inspect passengers, crew, carry-on items, baggage, cargo
and aircraft stores prior to and during boarding or loading. Each Contracting Party shall also give
sympathetic consideration to any request from the other Contracting Party for reasonable special
security measures to meet a particular threat.

When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft or other unlawful
acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports or air navigation facilities
occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each other by facilitating communications and other

appropriate measures intended to terminate rapidly and safely such incident or threat thereof.

Article 16
Taxation and Transfer of Earnings

Where a special agreement for the avoidance of double taxaton with respect to taxes on income
and on capital exists between the Contracting Partes, its provisions shall prevail over the

provisions of this Agreement.

Each Contracting Party shall grant to the Designated Airline of the other Contracting Party the
right to transfer, according to applicable laws and regulations, the excess of receipts over
expenditure carned by the Airline in the Territory of the first Contracting Party in connection with
the carriage of passengers, mail and cargo, on the basis of the prevailing foreign exchange market

rates for current PLI}'[HC‘I][’S.

[f the Contracting Party imposes restrictions on the transfer of excess of receipts over expenditure
by the Designated Airline of the other Contracting Party, the latter shall have the right to impose

reciprocal restrictions on the Designated Airline of the first Contracting Party.

Whete a special agreement governing the form of payment berween the Contracting Pardes exists,

its provisions shall prevail over the provisions of this Agreement.

Article 17

User Charges

The charges which either of the Contracting Partes may impose or permit to be imposed on the

Designated Airline of the other Contracting Party for the use of airports and other facilities under its

control shall not be higher than those that would be paid for the use of such airports and facilities by

the national Airlines of the Contracting Party engaged in similar International Air Services.
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Article 18
Consultations

In a spirit of close cooperation, the Aeronautical Authorities of the Conrracting Parties shall
consult each other from time to time with a view to ensuring the implementation of, and
satisfactory compliance with, the provisions of this Agreement and the annexed schedules and
shall consult when necessary to provide for amendment thereof.

Fither Contracting Party may request consultation in writing which shall begin within a period of
Ol (sixty) days of the date of receipt of the request, unless both Contracting Parties agree to an
extension of this pcri( vd.

Article 19
Settlement of Disputes

If any dispure arises benween the Contracting Parties relating to the interpretation or application
of this Agreement, the Contracting Parties shall in the first place endeavor to sette it by
negotation.

If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by negotiation, they may agree to refer the
dispute for decision to some person or body: if they do not so agree, the dispute shall at the request
of either Contracting Party be submitted for decision to a tribunal of 3 (three) arbitrators, one to
be nominated by each Conrracting Party and the third to be appointed by the two so nominated.
[zach of the Contracting Parties shall nominate an arbitrator within a period of 60 (sixty) days from
the date of receipt by either Contracting Party from the other of a notice through diplomatic
channels requesting arbitration of the dispute by such a tribunal, and the third arbitrator shall be
appointed within a further period of 60 (sixty) davs. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to
nominate an arbitrator within the period specified, or if the third arbitrator is not appointed within
the period specified, the President of the Council of the Internadonal Civil Aviation Organization
may at the request of either Contracting Party appoint an arbitrator or arbitrators as the case
requires. In such cases, the third arbitrator shall be a national of a third State and shall acr as
president of the arbitral tribunal.

Except as hereinafter provided in this Article or as otherwise agreed by the Contracring Parties,
the tribunal shall determine the limits of its jurisdiction in accordance with this Agreement and
shall establish its own procedural rules. At the direction of the tribunal or at the request of either
of the Contracting Parties, a conference to determine the precise issues to be arbitrated and the
specitic procedures to be followed shall be held not later than 30 (thirty) days after the tribunal is
fully constituted.

Except as otherwise agreed by the Contracring Parties or prescribed by the tribunal, each
Contracting Party shall submit a memorandum within 45 (forty-five) days afrer the tribunal is fully
constituted. Replies shall be due 60 (sixty) days later. The tribunal shall hold a hearing ar the request

of either Contracting Party, or at its discretion within 30 (thirty) days atter replies are due.

The tribunal shall endeavor to give a written decision within 30 (thirty) days atter completion of
the hearing or, if no heating 1s held, 30 (thirty) days after the date borh replies are submitted. The

decision shall be raken by a majority vore.

The Contracting Parties may submit requests for clarification of the decision within 15 (fifteen)
days after ir is received and such clarificaton shall be issued within 15 (fifreen) days of such

request.
The decision of the tribunal shall be binding on the Contracting Parties.

Each Contracting Party shall bear the costs of the arbitrator appointed by it. The other costs of
the tribunal shall be shared equally by the Contracting Parties.

Article 20
Multilateral Conventions

In the event of the conclusion of a muldlateral convention or agreement concerning air transport to

which both Contracting Parties adhere, this Agreement shall be modified to conform to the provisions

of such convention or agreement.

Article 21
Amendments

If either of the Contracting Parties considers it desirable to modify any provision of this
Agreement including the Route Schedule, which shall be deemed to be a part of the Agreement,
it shall request for consultations in accordance with Artcle 18 of this Agreement. Such

consultations may take place by exchange of communications.

If the amendment relates to the provisions of the Agreement other than of the Route Schedule,
the amendment shall be approved by each Contracting Party in accordance with its legal
procedures and shall come into effect when confirmed by an exchange of notes through the

diplomatic channels.

If the amendment relates only to the provisions of the Route Schedule, it shall be agreed upon
between the Aeronaurical Authorities of both Contracting Parties. Such amendment shall come
into force from the date of its approval by the Aeronautical Authorities of both Contracting

Parties.
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Article 22
Registration with the International Civil Aviation Organization

This Agreement and any amendment thereto shall be registered with the International Civil Aviation
Organization.

Article 23

Termination of the Agreement

Either Contracting Party may ar any time give notice to the other Contracting Party of its decision to
terminate this Agreement; such notice shall be simultaneously communicated to the International Civil
Aviation Organization. In such case the Agreement shall terminare 12 (twelve) months after the dare
of receipt of notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn by
agreement before the expiry date of this period. In the absence of acknowledgement of receipt by the
other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed to have been received 14 (fourteen) days after the

receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation Organizaton.

Article 24
Entry into Force

The Agreement shall be approved according to the legal requirements in the State of each Contracting
Party and shall come into force ar the date of receipt of the second of the two notificatons by which
the Contracting Parties communicated officially to each other the completion of their respective

internal procedures provided for at this end.

In witness thereof the undersigned plenipotentaries being duly authorized thereto by their respective

Governments, have signed this \greement.

Done this on 22™ day of September 2025 at Montreal, Canada, in duplicare in the Arabic, French,
and English languages, all rexts being equally authendc. In the event of there being any dispute as to

the interpretation or the applicaton of the Agreement, the English text shall prevail.
