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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
SULTANATE OF OMAN AND THE GOVERNMENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUS ON THE
ESTABLISHMENT OF A JOINT COMMITTEE
FOR COOPERATION AND INVESTMENT

The Government of the Sultanate of Oman and the Government of the
Republic of Belarus (hereinafter referred to collectively as the "Parties" and
individually as the "Party");

Stemming from the distinguished relations between the Sultanate of Oman
and the Republic of Belarus;

Aiming to ensure alignment of the strategic priorities of both countries and
facilitating the effective execution of the objectives set forth in this Agreement;

Desiring to promote and strengthen cooperation on the basis of reciprocal

benefit;

Recognizing that economic, technical cooperation as well as mutual
Investments are essential and indispensable components of the development of
bilateral relations between the countries;

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1

The Parties shall establish a Joint Committee for Cooperation and
Investment (hereinafter referred to as the "Committee") to encourage, within its
competence, and in accordance with the laws and regulations in force in their
respective countries, the development of mutually advantageous joint

cooperation,
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Article 2

1. The Committee will conduct its competences under the honorary
patronage of His Highness Sayyid Theyazin Bin Haitham Al Said, Minister of
Culture, Sports and Youth of the Sultanate of Oman and His Excellency Viktor
Lukashenko, President of the National Olympic Committee, Special Envoy of the
President of the Republic of Belarus on Cooperation with the Gulf Cooperation
Council countries.

2. The Committee will be Chaired by the President of the Oman Investment
Authority on the Omani side and the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic
of Belarus on the Belarus side.

3. The Committee shall be composed of representatives of the Public and
Private sectors of the Parties.

4. The Committee shall establish its own rules of procedures.

Article 3

The Committee's competences shall include the following:

1. Encouraging and coordinating economic activities, initiatives and
technical cooperation between the Parties.

2. Implementing this Agreement as well as encouraging, evaluating and
monitoring the implementation of any other specific agreements resulting
therefrom.

3. Assisting companies and the business community of each of the Parties
in developing and consolidating investment opportunities.

4. Assisting in expanding of information exchange between the Parties on

matters of economic, investment and technical cooperation.
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5. Developing recommendations for the purposes of removing obstacles
that may occur during the execution of any project established as a result of this
Agreement.

6. Identifying new development opportunities for bilateral economic
relations between the Parties.

7. Any other tasks as may be agreed by the Parties.

Article 4

1. The Committee shall meet alternately in the countries of the Parties as
mutually agreed through diplomatic channels every 2 (two) years.

2. The chairs of the Committee shall meet within the intersession period at
the place and timeframe agreed through diplomatic channels to conduct an annual
review and evaluate the activities of the Committee.

3. The agenda of each meeting of the Committee shall be agreed upon by

the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article 5

The Committee shall endeavor to implement its cooperation through the
following means:

1. Promoting people to people links through tourism and cultural
exchanges and strengthening cooperation between government institutions,
business communities, chambers of commerce and industry, and higher education
and scientific institutions of both Parties as well as promoting visits of their
representatives aiming to implement projects related to investments and bilateral

economic and technical cooperation.
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2. Exchanging business information related to the implementation of this
Agreement, encouraging the participation in fairs and exhibitions, and organizing
economic and business events and conferences.

3. Encouraging participation of small and medium size enterprises (SMEs)
from both countries in joint programs and projects.

4. Encouraging cooperation in providing consulting, marketing, training
and expert services in the areas of mutual interest.

5. Exchange of knowledge and technology and establishment of joint
scientific research activities between scientists, experts, researchers, research
centers and academic institutions in the fields defined in specific agreements

concluded by the Parties.

6. Encouraging investment activities and the establishment of joint
ventures, company commercial representative offices and branch offices in the

countries of the Parties in accordance with the laws and regulations in both

countries.

7. Promoting third party cooperation, and cooperation on the regional and
international levels on issues of mutual interest.

8. Any other means agreed upon by the Parties later, to expand and

strengthen their cooperation.

Article 6

This Agreement shall not affect any rights and obligations arising from any

existing international agreement to which either Party is a party to.

Article 7

Based on the Parties’ respective common interests, the Parties may:
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1. Conclude specific agreements to be based on this Agreement concerning
the scope of cooperation of the Committee referred to in this Agreement and other
special projects that may be agreed upon by the Parties.

2. Establish within the Committee standing or ad hoc committees, or
working groups with a clear mandate to achieve specific objectives and tasks, in
particular, but not exclusively, in the areas of health, agriculture and industry.
The decision to establish such committees or working groups shall be

documented in the minutes of the Committee meeting.

Article 8

Any dispute that may arise from the interpretation or the implementation
of this Agreement shall be settled amicably through consultations and

negotiations within the Committee or through diplomatic channels.

Article 9

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as obliging either Party to
extend to the other Party the present, or future benefit of any treatment, preference
or privilege resulting from any existing or future common market, free trade area,
customs union or similar international agreement to which any of the countries

of the Parties is a member or may become a member.
Article 10

The provisions of this Agreement may be amended by written agreement
between  the Parties  on the basis of  mutual consent.
Any amendment to this Agreement shall enter into force in accordance with

Article 11 of this Agreement.
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Article 11

1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the 30" (thirtieth) day following
the day of receipt through diplomatic channels of the last written notification on
the completion by the Parties of the internal legal requirements necessary for the
entry into force of this Agreement.

2. This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of 5 (five) years. It
shall thereafter be automatically renewed for other similar periods unless either
Party notifies the other Party in writing through diplomatic channels of its
intention to terminate this Agreement no later than 6 (six) months before its
expiration date.

3. The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the validity or the
duration of any specific agreements, projects, contracts, activities or
commitments made under this Agreement until the completion of such specific
agreements, projects, contracts, activities or commitments, unless otherwise

agreed by the Parties.

SIGNED at Minsk on 19 May 2025 in two originals in the Arabic, Russian,
and English languages, all three texts being equally authentic. In case of

divergence in interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
